THE STATEMENT (CONSISTING OF 2 PAGES)

A) LAND USE AND FACILITIES

THE USE OF LAND IS  A RESIDENTIAL HOUSE AND WITH AGRICULTURAL LAND WITH VARIOUS FARM BUILDINGS AND BARNS TO THE REAR AND SIDE
THE PROPOSED CONVERSION IS TO CREATE 1No. TWO BEDROOM HOLIDAY LET WITH EXCELLENT FAR REACHING VIEWS ACCROSS THE NORTH TYNE VALLEY .

THIS WILL BE CREATED FROM A GROUP OF  BUILDINGS DIRECTLY BEHIND FIELD HOUSE , COMPRISING OF STONE BARNS , OUTHOUSES AND A TIMBER BARN.

THERE IS GOOD ROAD ACCESS AND A PUB / RESTAURANT WITHIN THE SETTLEMENT OF STANNERSBURN.

ALL THE NORMAL FACILITIES ARE IN  NEARBY BELLINGHAM WITH SHOPS ,BANKS, RESTAURANTS AND  PUBLIC HOUSES . 
THE MAIN ROAD BETWEEN KEILDER AND LANE HEAD /  BELLINGHAM IS  ADJACENT TO STANNERSBURN.

B) AMOUNT OF ACCOMMODATION

THE PROPOSAL IS TO CONVERT THE EXISTING STONE BARN AND OUTBUILDINGS INTO A TWO BEDROOM HOLIDAY LET WITH A LIVING ROOM AND KITCHEN AREA (IN PLACE OF THE TIMBER BARN AT THE REAR).
THE EXISTING SIDE STONE OUTHOUSES WILL BE CONVERTED INTO A BOOT ROOM AND THE DERELICT EAST SIDE STORE (ON WHICH THE ROOF HAS COLLAPSED) WILL BE CONVERTED TO A BATHROOM FOR THE HOLIDAY LET.

A SMALL STONE AND SLATE LEAN TOO BOILER HOUSE WILL BE BUILT ADJOINIJNG THE BATHROOM.

C) LAYOUT OF THE SCHEME

THE LAYOUT OF THE PROPOSED SCHEME IS SHOWN ON THE SUBMITTED DRAWINGS. 
THE PROPOSED HOLIDAY LET IS ON THE SAME FOOTPRINT AS THE EXISTING STONE AND TIMBER BARNS.
THE MASS OF THE BUILDING WILL BE REDUCED AS THE TIMBER BARN WILL BE REPLACED BY A SMALLER EXTENSION TO THE HOLIDAY LET.

HOWEVER THE FOOTPRINT REMAINS THE SAME AS EXISTING DUE TO CONSTRUCTION OF AN EXTERNAL TERRACE FOR HOLIDAY MAKERS TO SIT OUT AND ADMIRE THE FAR STRETCHING VIEWS OF THE SURROUNDING COUNTRY SIDE. 

ACCESS TO THE HOLIDAY LET WILL BE BY THE EXISTING ACCESS TRACK SERVING FIEILD HOUSE AT PRESENT.
THE ACCESS TRACK WILL BE EXTENDED TO FORM 2No. CAR PARKING SPACES FOR HOLIDAY MAKERS.

A TURNING HEAD WILL ALSO BE CREATED AT THE END OF THE TRACK SO THAT VEHICLES CAN TURN AND ERGRESS THE SITE IN A FORWARD DIRECTION.

THERE WILL BE NO ALTERATION TO THE ACCESS TO THE HIGHWAY.
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D) SCALE OF DEVELOPMENT PLANNED

THE  PROPOSED HOLIDAY LET WILL HAVE THE SAME RIDGE HEIGHT AS THE EXISTING BUILDINGS. HOWEVER, THE MASS OF THE CONVERSION WILL BE REDUCED DUE TO THE DEMOLITION OF THE EXISTING TIMBER BARN.
E) LANDSCAPING AND EASE OF USE

THERE WILL BE NO IMPACT ON LANDSCAPING OR EASE OF USE OF THE SITE
F) APPEARANCE OF THE PROPOSALS

THE EXISTING STONEWORK WILL BE BUILT ONTOP OF. 
THIS  IS TO THE INCREASE THE HEIGHT  OF THE BOOT ROOM AND BATHROOM ,  TO MAKE THESE AREAS USABLE . THEY ARE , IN PART , TO LOW AT PRESENT TO USE.

IT IS INTENDED TO USE MATCHING NATURAL STONE AND A MORTAR COLOUR TO MATCH THE EXISTING MORTAR.

THE PROPOSED DEMOLITION OF THE REAR PART OF THE BUILDING (TIMBER BARN ) WILL BE REPLACED IN PART BY A TIMBER CLAD (COMPOSITE BOARDING) STRUCTURE WITH LARGE GLAZED AREAS.
THERE WILL ALSO BE A STONE BUILT TERRACE WITH LAMINATED GLASS BALUSTRADING FOR SAFETY.

THE CONCEPT BEHIND THE GLASS BALUSTRADING IS SO THAT THE VIEW TO THE SURROUNDING COUNTRYSIDE WILL BE  SEEN FROM INSIDE THE LIVING AND KITCHEN AREAS OF THE HOLIDAY LET.

G) ACCESS

VEHICLE  ACCESS IS TO BE VIA  THE EXISTING ACCESS TRACK TO FIELD HOUSE FROM THE MINOR ROAD WHICH SERVES STANNERSBURN .

ON-SITE  CAR PARKING  AND A TURNING AREA IS  ALLOWED FOR.

H) ECOLOGY

AN ECOLOGICAL REPORT BY A SPECIALIST IS SUBMITTED WITH THE APPLICATION.
ANY REQUIRED MITIGATION METHODS WILL BE ADHERED TOO.

AS THIS IS AN AREA OF IMPORTANT 'NIGHT SKY'  ,  ANY EXTERNAL LIGHTING IS TO BE OF LOW LEVEL AND SHORT DURATION AS SPECIFIED IN THE ECOLOGISTS REPORT.
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
