1/ THE HERITAGE ASSET AND SETTING

THE HERITAGE ASSET IS A STONE AND TIMBER BARN WITH OUTBUILDINGS.
 THE TWO STOREY OPEN ENDED TIMBER BARN IS ATTACHED TO THE MORE TRADITIONAL STONE BARN WITH PART SLATE AND PART CORRUGATED SHEETING ROOF.
THERE IS A SINGLE STOREY STORE TO THE WEST END OF THE BARN AND A (NOW DERELICT) SINGLE STOREY STORE TO THE EAST SIDE OF THE STONE BARN.
THE 'STREET SCENE' IN THIS CASE COMPRISES OF ADJOINING FIELDS WITH STOCK PROOF POST AND WIRE FENCING AND VARIOUS LOW STONE WALLS AND GATES.
THE BUILDING IS  VISIBLE FROM THE MAIN ROAD BETWEEN LANEHEAD AND KEILDER.

THE MAIN HOUSE 'FIELD HOUSE' SHIELDS THE VIEW FROM THE STANNERSBURN ACCESS ROAD.

THE CONCEPT OF THE APPLICATION PROPOSAL IS TO CONVERT THE EXISTING BUILDINGS TO A TWO BEDROOM HOLIDAY LET WITH ATTACHED BOOT ROOM , BATHROOM AND BOILER HOUSE .

THIS WILL ENHANCE THE EXISTING BUILDINGS BY REMOVING THE CORRUGATED ROOFING , CONSTRUCTING A NEW SLATE ROOF AND BUILDING SOME AREAS OF NEW STONE WALLING TO MATCH THE EXISTING STONEWORK.
THE EXISTING BUILDINGS ARE SHOWN ON THE SUBMITTED DRAWINGS AND PHOTOGRAPHS.

2/ ASSESSMENT OF THE HISTORIC CHARACTER.

THE HISTORIC CHARACTER OF THE EXISTING STONE BARN WOULD NOT BE LOST.

THE MORE RECENT TIMBER BARN JOINING THE REAR OF THE STONE BARN WOULD BE REMOVED,

IT IS PROPOSED TO CONSTRUCT AREAS OF MATCHING STONE WALLS ONTOP OF THE EXISTING STONE WALLS OF THE BOOT ROOM AND BATHROOM.
THE OPEN TIMBER FRAMED PART OF THE BARN WOULD BE REPLACED WITH A TIMBER CLAD (COMPOSITE BOARDING) EXTENSION TO FORM A LIVING /KITCHEN AREA FOR THE HOLIDAY ACCOMMODATION.
A  STONE BUILT TERRACE WOULD ALSO BE CONSTRUCTED WITH  STONE STEPS UP TO THE HOLIDAY ACCOMMODATION ENTRANCE.
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3/ EXPLANATION OF THE PROPOSED DESIGN. 
THERE IS A TREMENDOUS VIEW ACROSS THE NORTH TYNE VALLEY AND LARGE GLAZED AREAS HAVE BEEN INTRODUCED TO TAKE THIS INTO ACCOUNT.

THE LIVING AREA  AND KITCHEN OF THE HOLIDAY LET ARE AT AN ELEVATED LEVEL IN RELATION TO THE ADJOINING GROUND LEVEL.

THIS NATURALLY AFFORDS LONG REACHING VIEWS OVER THE ADJOINING COUNTRYSIDE.

A  WEST FACING TALL WINDOW HAS BEEN INCORPORATED THE TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE DISTANT VIEWS TOWARDS KEILDER AND IMPORTANTLY TO CAPTURE THE WEST EVENING SUN. 

IT IS PROPOSED TO ALTER THE TWO ADJOINING STORE ROOMS TO FORM ONE GOOD SIZED BOOT ROOM WITH A NEW SLATE ROOF AND LEVEL FLOOR.

THE DERELICT STONE BUILDING ON THE EAST SIDE WILL BE BUILT UP IN HEIGHT AND HAVE A NEW SLATE ROOF TO FORM AN INSULATED AND COMFORTABLE BATHROOM FOR THE HOLIDAY LET.

A  SMALL STONE AND SLATE LEAN TOO WILL ALSO BE CONSTRUCTED ON THE EAST SIDE TO HOUSE THE OIL FIRED BOILER. 

4/ VISUAL IMPACT OF THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT.

THE PROPOSED ALTERATIONS  WOULD BE VISIBLE FROM THE PUBLIC ROAD.

THE PROPOSALS ARE ON PRIVATE LAND
THE PROPOSALS WOULD NOT INVOLVE THE LOSS  OF ANY ORIGINAL FEATURES OF THE EXITING STONE BARN.
IT IS INTENDED THAT THE VISUAL IMPACT OF THE PROPOSALS WOULD BE BENEFICIAL TO THE SURROUNDING WELL KEPT BUILDINGS AND LANDSCAPE.
THE EXTENT OF THE HOLIDAY LET INCLUDING THE PROPOSED OPEN TERRACE ARE WITHIN THE BOUNDARIED OF THE EXISTING TIMBER BARN .

THEREFORE THE PROPOSED BUILDING IS ON THE SAME FOOTPRINT AS THE EXISTING BUILDING.

6/ EXISTING AND PROPOSED MATERIALS
THE EXISTING WALLS ARE CONSTRUCTED OF NATURAL STONE AND TIMBER BOARDING.

THE EXISTING ROOFS ARE SLATE IN PART AND CORRUGATED SHEETING IN PART.

THE PROPOSED EXTENDED AREAS ARE TO BE NATURAL STONE WITH MORTAR TO MATCH THE EXISTING WALLS.

THE PROPOSED AREA WHERE THE TIMBER BARN IS REMOVED AND PARTLY REBUILT WILL BE CONSTRUCTED WITH A TIMBER CLADDING FINISH (COMPOSITE BOARDING).

THE STEPS UP TO THE ENTRANCE TERRACE WILL BE CONSTRUCTED IN STONE.

A  LAMINATED GLASS BALUSTRADING IS PROPOSED AROUND THE TERRACE FOR SAFETY AND TO ALLOW THE MAXIMUM VIEW OF THE COUNTRYSIDE,
PARTICULARLY FROM INSIDE THE HOLIDAY LET , WHEN EITHER SITTING DOWN OR STANDING.
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
