The proposals relate to the installation of 6 bollards at The Sill. The nature of the development is considered low key. In addition, the proposal will not be viewable out with the immediate setting of The Sill. As such, there are not considered to be any factors which indicate that the development would generate significant environmental impacts including those upon the natural environment and ecology, cultural heritage or tranquility.
